Our work includes teaching the basics of organizing and developing an organizing strategy that helps transform a few individuals’ desire to “do something” for their communities into powerful action.

· Forming an organization

· Investigating the specific hazards 

· Researching the politics and the power behind what is going on

· Identifying what is at the root of the problem and analyzing the options for solving it

· Creating and carrying out a strategy that works

· Providing leadership and organizational development to sustain the community group to solve future problems

· Connecting community groups to each other in a network to share information, resources, and support
